Long plumes of purplish-black 
flowers held just above foliage, 
maturing to yellow in fall, 
brown in winter 

Leaf: Long, bright dark green, glossy 

Native To: Eastern Asia

Soil: Fast draining, poor, sandy 

Water:  Moderate 

Sun: Full sun to part shade
